Eligibility

Any individual who has been involved with agriculture for a minimum of 10 years and
derives the bulk of his/her income principally from the agribusiness industry, or has retired
from an agricultural enterprise, is eligible for this award. The award shall not be

limited to graduates of the Wedgworth Leadership program. Posthumous

nominations are not eligible to receive this award.
Selection Process

The Leadership Award Selection Committee, by their own process, shall select one
agriculturalist who best represents the criteria established for the award. The Leadership
Award Selection Committee will be chaired by the current president of the WLIANR

Alumni Association. Committee members shall include the current director, faculty



advisor, and advisory council president of the WLIANR program, as well Gale Trotter or

another representative of Dr. Trotter’s family.

The award winner will be recognized with a plaque during a ceremony at the WLIANR

Alumni Association annual meeting.
